The purpose of the special meeting was to consider a proposal which the Congregational Board on 
October 9

th
 voted, with neither concurrence nor non-concurrence, to present for possible adoption by the 

Charge. The proposal was prepared by a visioning gathering on Sept. 21, 2008 and read as follows: 

ñThat Wesley Memorial United Church is a  
Gathering of those seeking effective ministry by becoming an inviting community, using effective space 
for worship and ministry, which we cannot do alone. 

That Wesley Memorial United Church is  
Struggling to make the decision whether to remain part of a united downtown church presence or to 
become part of a new church in a growing area of Moncton (decision needs to be made by June 2009).ò 

The Chairman ruled that since the proposal involved ñmoney mattersò both members and adherents of 
Wesley Memorial United Church were entitled to vote on the proposal. 

It was moved by Al Holdsworth, seconded by Elizabeth Parker, that the proposal be voted on in two parts. 
Motion carried. 

It was moved by Neal Mundle, seconded by Pat Hayes that the first part of the proposal be approved. 
Motion carried. 

On the second part of the proposal, it was agreed that it be reworded as follows (rewording in italics): 

ñThat Wesley memorial United Church is 
Struggling to make a decision, such as, whether to remain part of a united downtown church presence or 
to become part of a new church in a growing area of Moncton (decision needs to be made by June 
2009).ò 

It was moved by moved by Shirley Alexander, seconded by Floyd Colpitts, that the revised second part of 
the proposal be approved. Motion carried with dissent.

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Minister's Report to the Congregation 

He called a little child, whom he placed among them. And he said:  
ñTruly I tell you, unless you change and become like little children,  
you will never enter the kingdom of heaven. Therefore, whoever  
takes a humble placeðbecoming like this childðis the greatest in  
the kingdom of heaven.ò (Matthew 18:2-4) 

This year I have done that which I have not done in a decade, and it feels goodðI began 
a third year in a church position. Because of the transitional ministries which I served, I 
have been in six places in the past decade. Being in so many places makes me 

conscious of the rapidity of change. While many times change is gradual, sometimes it can be so rapid 
that we miss it. Yet change is one of the familiar themes of the scriptures. In the passage above, Jesus 
used it within the context of spiritual growth. The change of faith is like that of a child growing. 

2008 was full of signs of growth. The small group emphasis which was part of Renewal of Mission has 
continued. The justice study small group which began in the fall of 2007 continued throughout the year 
and has made plans to continue this year. During Lent we began the study of Exploring Faith Questions. 
In the fall a study built around Jesus 24/7 began. 

Perhaps the significant small group type event was the many visioning sessions held after church and 
with groups throughout the first half of the year. This produced the Vision Statement which has resulted in 
a suggested Vision Path to be brought to the annual meeting for 2008. 

We were host to a number of events. The Ministry in Changing Times workshop in which we participated 
held the final session here. Presbytery was hosted and the Bible Society's Proclamation event concluded 
with a Festival of Praise in our sanctuary. Cooperative services with other United Churches continued; 
Ash Wednesday at Humphrey Memorial, Good Friday at Central, summer cooperative services which 
involved both Mount Royal and St. John's and the year end celebration at St. John's. 

One event I attended was a visioning session for St. George Street. Others, Gus and Shirley Alexander, 
have attended similar meetings. We do this to make sure that we are part of downtown development 
plans. We have increased our visibility on the street, thanks to the Betty Jennings Group and their 
donation of a new lighted outdoor sign. Also contributing to our visibility is the landscaping and building 
refresh. 

Life was full of the normal pastoral events: visitation, weddings and funerals. Time was spent with the 
many groups of the church. As part of the denomination, I have worked with the Pastoral 
Relations/Pastoral Oversight Committee of Presbytery; served as Presbytery representative to Spiritual 
Life Advisory Committee of The Moncton Hospital; served as Chaplain for Intermediates at Conference; 
and worked on the board of Camp Ta-Wa-Si. In Moncton I serve as President of the Moncton and Area 
Council of Churches. 

The best part of the year, as always, has been the people, as individuals and groups. The staff team is a 
group for whom I am grateful: Karen Geldart, our ñseniorò staff person, who keeps us on track; Mike Day, 
who is constantly thinking of new ways of having music as part of worship and the church life; Ben 
Hunter, who worked with our Sunday School and Darren Fraser, who was there with the Sunday School 
when we needed him. And the gang of ñmerry cleaners,ò who I will not name because I am sure to leave 
someone out. 

All the activity described above is the stuff of change produced by growth. I honestly cannot predict the 
future. But I do know that as we grow and change like children, we will see the kingdom, God's presence 
in our midst.

Beyond Renewal Committee 

 
 

The Beyond Renewal Committee was formally created at the Board Meeting of January 11, 2007. It was 
established ñto work on special events and community outreach and to develop a new strategic plan for 
the church at the completion of Renewal for Mission.ò 

I don't know if there is a need to have a separate committee. I joined this committee to assist Doug 
Cruickshank, because it was felt the Worship Committee was spending all its time on non-worship issues. 
This may need to be reviewed at a future date. 

Spirit Talk ï Anniversary Week Celebrations 

Anniversary Week Celebrations began in 2004 as a Renewal for Mission initiative. The 
objectives of the program are to promote fellowship among members of the congregation 
and the community; to provide opportunities for deepening spiritual experiences and for 
better understanding the action implications of our faith; to raise the profile of Wesley 
Memorial in the community; and to celebrate the anniversary of the congregation.  

The major activity of the committee for 2008 was Anniversary Week and the Preaching 
Prize Award process. This yearôs theme was Journeying into Godôs Future. 

Multi-Faith Panel 
The committee decided that the Multi-Faith Panel would continue to explore the churchôs theme for the 
year.

2008 was one of more challenging years in the recent history of the church. The price of heating oil 
reached a historic high during the Winter/Spring season. To address a lingering and increasing fuel 
account balance, an unprecedented decision was made at a congregational meeting in May to withdraw 
nearly $35,000 from the endowment fund to pay the account in full. At the same time, much needed work 
on the exterior of the church was given the go ahead. Total work budgeted at over $30,000 was funded 
from a combination of recent personal bequests and loans from Maritime Conference Financial Services. 
Without this work to water seal the exterior and slow the internal degradation it was generally agreed that 
much more costly repairs would be required in the very near future.  

The global financial upheaval experienced during the latter part of the year has reduced the market value 
of many of the churchôs investments, but has not, to date, significantly reduced the income earned on 
many of the related funds. 

Funds budgeted for custodial services in 2008 were not utilized. A big thank you is extended to the team 
of volunteer janitors who worked so hard during the year. A small amount is budgeted for 2009 to pay 
part-time custodial services on a contract basis, to lessen the load on our volunteer staff. 

Two fundraising projects were initiated during the year by the Finance Committee. Monthly pancake 
breakfasts were organized and a óShop & Supportô campaign was started in December. Both endeavours 
are scheduled to continue through 2009. 

Total congregational contributions were down marginally versus 2007. It is worth noting that church 
wages and benefits now effectively exceed local givingôs. Therefore all other church operating expenses 
are being covered by investment income, facility rentals and special fund raising projects within the 
church. 

On a positive note unforeseen revenue of $14,000 was obtained in the Fall for rental of the building for a 
movie shoot. This helped cover operation costs late in year and we ended 2008 with a positive balance of 
$3,629. There also remains in excess of $15,000 from bequests and loan proceeds to help cover various 
scheduled costs in 2009. Another positive saw fuel costs subside greatly during the early Fall, rising 
somewhat towards the end of the calendar year but not yet approaching the earlier high. 

Clearly the church cannot sustain too many more years like 2008. At this point we do not anticipate 
another large withdrawal from the endowment fund in 2009 but we are faced with additional monthly debt 
payments over the next 1-3 years. Continued congregational financial support is required and 
appreciated.

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Endowment Fund: Memorial Bequests and Gifts 2008 

Wesley Memorialôs Endowment Fund consists of bequests and gifts of $1,000 or more or any gift 
designated for the fund. Bequests or gifts without a specific purpose attached to them are recorded as 
received for ñGeneral Purposesò and are placed in a Principal account to accumulate interest to assist in 
financing the work of the church. Bequests or gifts, which are designated for a specific purpose, are 
recorded as part of the endowment fund as received for ñSpecial Purposesò. 

Rules established by the congregation in 1988, provided that the Principal sum of the Fund shall not be 
expended except the Congregational Board or its equivalent may authorize expenditures of up to $5,000 
in any one calendar year for general requirements or for any specific project by a two-thirds majority vote 
of members present following reasonable notice of the motion. The congregation may authorize 
expenditures from the Principal sum of the fund for any purpose by a two-thirds majority vote of members 
present following reasonable notice of the motion. 

First call on the income from the fund shall be 10% to be paid to the Mission and Service Fund of the 
United Church of Canada. The balance of the income shall be made available for general church 
requirements upon request of the Finance Committee of the Board. 

During 2008, the Endowment Fund earned $16, 861.43, down $3,637.91 over 2007 primarily as a result 
of the Congregational decision of May 25, 2008 to liquidate some investments in order to fully pay the 
churchôs fuel bill of 2007-08. Based on the principal amount invested as at December 31, 2008, of 
$295.256 the fund generated a return of 5.71%. Of this amount, $13,000 was transferred to Wesley 
Memorialôs current account and $2,317.39 (down $363.79 from 2007) transferred to the M & S Fund. 
Pursuant to a decision by the Congregational Board decision on April 12, 2007, $5,000 was withdrawn 
from the Principal sum and transferred to the churchôs current account. On June 27, 2008, $34,511.33 
was withdrawn from the Principal sum and used to fully pay the outstanding fuel bill for 2007-08. 

A detailed report of Receipts and Expenditures as well as other statistics for the fund appears on page 
20. Endowment funds are invested in Guaranteed Investment Certificates (33.6%), Corporate Bonds 
(40.8%), Equity Shares (3.3%) and Mutual Funds/Trust Units (22.3%). 

Following the sale of Wesley Memorialôs manse in 2006, the Congregational Board authorized the 
investment of the proceeds in the United Church of Canada Foundation. Semi-annual withdrawals from 
this fund were to be used to pay the Ministerôs Housing Allowance. A report on this investment is found on 
page 21. The value of the investment at December 31, 2008 stands at $91,897.48 or down $848.40 from 
its original value less the Housing Allowance of $32,000 (accumulated over the last three years) plus 
administration charges of $2,943.97 that have been withdrawn since the manse sale proceeds were 
invested in May, 2006. Considering the performance of the financial market in 2008, this fund has 
performed remarkably well.

Mission Outreach Committee 

The Mission Outreach Committee of six persons but no chairperson continued to meet informally nine 
times during the year with an average attendance of 3.7. 

World Development and Relief Sunday was held on Feb. 17, 2008 continuing with the 
theme ñEnough for Allò. Guest speaker was Claudia Schaerar from Humphrey Memorial 
United Church congregation and who has travelled and worked with several non-
governmental organizations in third world countries. World Development and Relief 
offerings from the congregation and UCW amounted to $2,750.85. These offerings count 
towards our yearly Mission & Service Fund objective and are used specifically for 
community development and disaster relief throughout the world. 

Minutes for Mission were presented once monthly from the pulpit. We thank those who read and welcome 
any who would like to read in the future. 

A Mission and Music evening was held on October 18 with special speaker, Mission Enthusiast Barbara 
Sinclair, who gave a power point presentation on her Easter trip to China with Amity Foundation which is 
partially supported by the M & S Fund of the United Church. The evening included an old fashioned hymn 
sing with Queenie MacKeigan at the piano and a time of fellowship with ginger bread and tea. An offering 
was received for the M & S Fund. 

The United Church Observer was made available to those wishing to subscribe again this year for $15 
using the congregational group plan. If anyone would like to become a subscriber through this plan 
please contact the church office. Mandate, which is the United Church Mission magazine is also available 
at a special group rate of $4.50 per year and can be ordered through the UCW. 

The total amount received for M & S in 2008 was $32,742.12, or 98.6% of our objective for the year. 
However, the January 8 Congregational Board meeting approved a motion from the Finance Committee 
to designate $1,257.88 of the rental money received in November from Dog Pound Film Company to the 
M & S Fund, thus enabling the congregation to attain its 2008 M & S objective of $33,000.00. The Mission 
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Outreach Committee is most grateful for that decision and for the generosity of congregational members 
throughout the year. 

This year in view of the lesser amounts anticipated from the Endowment Interest Fund and the UCW, a 
lower objective is being proposed. For 2009, the Mission Outreach Committee and the Congregational 
Board recommends that the M & S objective be set at $31,000, which is $2,000 lower than in 2008.
