IT WAS MOVED by Neal Mundle that (a) the authority of the Congregational Board to withdraw principal
from the Endowment Fund is to be increased from $5000 to $10,000 annually and (b) the discretional
authority of the Congregational Board to allocate undirected funds received as bequests is to be
increased from $1000 to $5000. Seconded by Shirley Alexander. Motion carried unanimously.

Shirley Alexander, Co-Chair of the Vision Path Committee, gave a brief overview of where the church is
today and then read aloud the four-page information sheet (Appendix A) presented to the congregation.
The meeting was then opened to questions from the congregation.

Sandra MacFarlane, on behalf of the Board and the congregation, thanked the Vision Path Committee for
all their hard work up until now and over the past summer.

A special congregational meeting of the Wesley Memorial United Church Pastoral Charge was held
following worship service on Sunday, November 8, 2009. The meeting was called to order by Sandra
MacFarlane (Board chair), Chair of the meeting. She welcomed everyone and thanked all those for
staying for the meeting. Corinne Allen opened the meeting with a prayer. Sandra MacFarlane introduced
to the congregation Rev. Dr. Philip G. A. Griffin-Allwood as representative from Chignecto Presbytery,
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Shirley Alexander and Craig McGregor, as Co-Chairs of the Vision Path Committee. Sandra MacFarlane
presented the agenda for the meeting and read the purpose of the meeting, below:

The purpose of this special meeting is to have you vote by secret ballot on a motion to be
presented by the Vision Path Committee regarding Wesley Memorial United Church. Also, if the
motion is carried, committee members from Wesley Memorial congregation will have to be
appointed to be our representatives on the new joint committee. In this regard, | wish to advise
that the current Vision Path Committee members have all offered to go on the new committee.
This being said nominations from the floor will be called. This would be to replace any of the
Vision Path Committee members.

The ballots will be collected and counted by Margaret Eaton and Al Holdsworth. Shirley
Alexander and Craig McGregor will observe the counting.

Following the count, the congregation will be advised of the outcome. The Chignecto Presbytery
has requested that at the conclusion of the vote, the ballots not be destroyed but kept in a secure
place and the results be communicated in confidence to Karen Dickinson, Secretary of the
Pastoral Relations/Pastoral Oversight Committee. Karen will be responsible for circulating the
results of the vote to all congregations through the Ministry Personnel by the end of the day.

Correspondence was read aloud by Sandra MacFarlane:

Letter dated Oct. 28, 2009, from Marilyn Whitby (Wright)

Letter dated Nov. 3, 2009, from Rev. Paul Cumming, Minister Emeritus of Wesley Memorial United
Church

Dr. Phil explained the difference between a member and an adherent.
Shirley Alexander gave a brief overview of how and why the church was being presented with the motion.

IT WAS MOVED by Shirley Alexander that a joint committee, comprised of members from participating
congregations, be formed with the mandate to provide leadership in achieving the goal of forming a new
single point charge. Seconded by Craig McGregor.

Sandra MacFarlane reread the motion and asked if ready for the question. The floor was then opened for
any questions from the congregation. Once all questions were answered, ballots were distributed, the
congregation voted, ballots were then collected, the scrutineers tabulated the results, the overseers then
advised the Chair of the results.

Sandra MacFarlane then advised the congregation of the vote outcome:
55 members voted i 47 yes, 8 no
7 adherents voted i 6 yes, 1 no
3 ballots were spoiled and not counted

Motion carried.

The following members of the Vision Path Committee have agreed to sit on the new joint steering
committee, as follows: Shirley Alexander, Craig Dickson, Craig McGregor, Fred McWilliam and Neal
Mundle. Sandra MacFarlane called for any nominations from the floor to replace any of the members. As
no nominations were declared, the former members were appointed by acclimation to the new committee.

One of the themes | have used for the past few years has been the Gospel According to Shrek--d told
you Donkey, ¢ h a n glrek isesies ofanmdes are al thle about overturning the expected
changes of the world. Rather than the princess getting the handsome prince, the ogre gets the ogre
princess. Rather than becoming the ruler, the ogres return to the swamp. The story is a wonderful
description of overturning the expected order; change which is good. This was the sort of change which is
described in Hebrews. A change in how people lived was brought by Jesus. A change which we as the
People of God share.

2009 was a year of living and anticipating change here at Wesley Memorial. We have sought our Vision
Path after announcing to our fellow United Churches in Moncton that we could not continue to do it alone.
The response was both encouraging and discouraging. We found three partners to talk about a new
congregation in Moncton. And now we wait and see where the Visions United Committee will lead. The
discouragement was rejection of the corner of Cameron and St. George as a site.

At the same time, some things have remained the same. We continue to serve in this neighbourhood as
we have for decades. People come to the door seeking food and other help. Sometimes it is the
conversation that is most valuable rather than the food distributed. A new project is in embryonic form of
working with Harvest House to provide skills for young mothers. We continue to explore options with
Downtown Moncton Incorporated.

Throughout 2009 Pastoral life has continued as usual. There have been weddings, funerals, and
baptisms. One thing that | should be noted is the work of the Pastoral Care Committee. | have observed
is that congregations with effective pastoral care have good pastoral care committees and we have one.
The gratitude expressed by the child of a recently deceased congregation member for the care shown by
the church is but one illustration of their effective ministry.

One consistent thing which | observed during my Study Leave this year was that we are in a time of
cultural reset. The cultural changing of the last couple of decades has ended. We are living in a new
modernity. The change from church as a necessity, such as school, to church as existing for service has
become permanent.

The strength of Wesley Memorial has been its volunteers. Many jobs are done and done well. One job |
have witnessed which requires work above and beyond the call of duty is chair of Property Committee.
That person becomes the de facto property manager. Gus Alexander was the most recent person to have
shouldered this task. Under his leadership we have begun a renewal of the building. Also under his
leadership we have learned that we had to make changes to the responsibilities for property chair.

2009 was certainly another challenging year for the finances of Wesley. A recorded surplus of $2,546 at
yeards end was only possible because of wi t md.r awal s
Therefore the actual deficit for the year was closer to $19,500. The oil bill eased off considerably from the

record high in 2008 but was still a very substantial $31,000. Church maintenance totalled $13,600 and

was covered, for the most part, from special bequests from previous years. A crucial repair to the west

side of the sanctuary roof scheduled for 2009 was not started before winter and will have to wait until

Spring, 2010. The cost of that repair is estimated at $3,680.

Global investment markets showed considerable recovery during 2009 which negated some of the
principal reduction from sale of investments. The respective income funds continue to perform
impressively.

Cleaning services (Stephen Armour, part-time) were implemented during 2009. It is felt that Wesley is
receiving very good value for the cost of this service. A big thank you is extended once again to the team
of fivolunteer janitorso who worked so hard during the |

Fund raising projects by the finance committee met with variable success. The Shop & Support
campaigns were not generally embraced by the congregation and returned only a minute profit. The
continuance of this program is being re-evaluated. Six monthly pancake breakfasts were held during the
year. In addition to raising nearly $3,000 we also provided support to local people in need. A special
thank you to all those that helped out at the breakfasts during the year.

Total congregational contributions were down marginally versus 2009 but given the limited number of

regular givers, the level of support is impressive. Thanks goes to all who contributed during the year.
However, church wages and benefits continue to excee:
expenses are covered by investment income, facility rentals and special fund raising projects within the

church.

The projected budget for 2010 is concerning. Total expenditures are expected to exceed income by
$30,000 or more. Another large withdrawal from the endowment fund is anticipated without a substantial
increase in givingds or some unanticipated income.

Clearly the present financial situation is not sustainable for many more years. In this we are not alone
among many area churches including our Visions United partners. We hope and pray that a common
solution can be found in the very near future to address our spiritual and financial needs.

Wesl ey Memorial 6s Endowment F gifts f $&,@00.@0ios mose omany giite que st s
designated for the fund. Bequests or gifts without a specific purpose attached to them are recorded as

received for General Purposes and are placed in a Principal account to accumulate interest to assist in

financing the work of the church. Bequests or gifts, which are designated for a specific purpose, are

recorded as part of the endowment fund as received for Special Purposes.

Rules established by the congregation in 1988, provided that the Principal sum of the Fund shall not be
expended except the Congregational Board or its equivalent may authorize expenditures of up to $5,000
in any one calendar year for general requirements or for any specific project by a two-thirds majority vote
of members present following reasonable notice of the motion. The congregation may authorize
expenditures from the Principal sum of the fund for any purpose by a two-thirds majority vote of members
present following reasonable notice of the motion. First call on the income from the fund shall be 10% to
be paid to the Mission and Service Fund of the United Church of Canada. The balance of the income
shall be made available for general church requirements upon request of the Finance Committee of the
Board.

2009 Decisions

At a Congregational Meeting on October 8, 2009, the $5,000 limit on the principal amount that could be
withdrawn by vote of the Congregational Board was increased to $10,000 and bequests or gifts of less
than $5,000 (in lieu of the existing $1,000 limit) could be utilized for church operations without being
considered part of the Endowment Principal.

Pursuant to a decision by the Congregational Board on June 4, 2009, $5,000 was withdrawn from the
Principal sum and transferred to the church& current account. At a Congregational Meeting of
October 18, 2009, authorization was given to withdraw up to $25,000 from the Endowment Principal to
pay all outstanding bills as at December 31, 2009. At year end it was necessary to exercise this authority
only to the extent of withdrawing $17,000 from the Endowment Principal. Of significance to the future of
Wesley Memorial is that of the $388,958 recorded since 1989 as received by Wesley Memorial in
bequests and gifts and placed in the Endowment Fund at year end almost one-third or 27.02% has been
expended.

In addition to the withdrawals from the Endowment Principal of $22,000 during 2009, funds from the
bequests of Bea Cameron, Mildred Lindsay and Jessie Newcombe, totalling $17,588.31 were transferred
to the c¢hur ch6gacauntmoginfor proppryy mairttenamce related projects.

2009 Financial Results

During 2009, the Endowment Fund earned $18,165.48 which represents a 6.7% return on the Principal
amount ($271,092) invested at December 31, 2009. This yield was positively influenced by the purchase
of some high yield bonds in 2009. Of this amount, $15,500 was transferred to Wesley Memorial& current
account and $2,149.29 (compared to $2,317.39 in 2008) to the M & S Fund.

A detailed report of Receipts and Expenditures as well as other statistics for the fund appears on pages
21-24. Endowment funds are invested in Guaranteed Investment Certificates (24.13%), Bonds (50.41%),
Equity Shares (3.46%) and Mutual Funds/Trust Units (22.00%).

Manse Fund

Following the sale of Wesley Memorial& manse in 2006, the Congregational Board authorized the
investment of the proceeds in the United Church of Canada Foundation. Semi-annual withdrawals from
this fund were to be used to pay the Minister& Housing Allowance. A report on this investment is found on
page 25. At December 31, 2009 the value of the investment stands at $90,397.26.or 70.8% of its original
value. To pay the Minister& Housing Allowance and fund administration charges, $48,873.70.or 38.3% of
its original value has been withdrawn since the manse sale proceeds were invested in May, 2006.

Once all four churches began talks, a motion was brought to the Wesley congregation to give us
permission to be part of this new committee. It has been named Visions United. It has representatives
from all four churches and we have been meeting every two weeks since its formation. It has various sub-
committees comprised of members of all four churches.

The mandate of the Visions United Committee is to explore the possibility of uniting the four
Congregations and becoming a vibrant new congregation.

Much, much work is to be done and we are at the very early stage of discovery. A confidence vote is
expected to be presented to the four congregations in May of 2010 with a possible merger vote in the fall
of 2010.

All work done by the VU committee involves our Vision Path committee and it is through this avenue that
all work done by the VU is presented to the Board of Wesley for approval for Wesley's participation.

To show appreciation and gratitude to the choir for their dedication and hard work a small token gift of
Christmas cookies was given during the Lessons & Carols service. Their music is very important to all of
our services.

During the year the Moncton Area Council of Churches held an ecumenical service during the Week of

Prayer for Christian Unity service at First Church of Nazarene with the Rev. Lid Haugen-Strand, Head of

Pastoral and Spiritual Care at the Moncton City Hospital as speaker. The traditional ecumenical Advent

service was held in the RiverviewBapt i st Church foll owing a carCethel i ght p
site. Offering from these services went respectively to purchase Korean Bibles for Korean congregations

in Moncton and to ReConnect.

Three Assembly meeting of representatives of member churches were held with Trinity United, Riverview,

St . Georgeds Anglican and Holy Family Catholic Churche
on the Peace Centre project, the Mental Health and Homelessness project under the leadership of the

Hon. Claudette Bradshaw, and issues of Restorative Justice and preparedness for the HIN1 Pandemic.

About 2,400 copies of a Service Schedule brochure of member churches were prepared and distributed
to tourist establishments and by the Welcome Wagon organization to newcomers to our area. This
brochure is greatly appreciated by tourists and tourist establishments alike. A brochure in both printed
and electronic form was prepared of service times for the Easter period and provided to tourist
establishments and the sites of the World Junior Curling Championships which were being held in
Moncton at that time. A similar electronic list was prepared for tourist establishments of the Christmas
period services.

Member churches are encouraged to pray for the entire Christian church community each Sunday and for

a specific member church through a fAPrayer Cycledo sche
Prayer for Christian Unity, noon-hour gatherings for reflection, prayer and meditation at different quasi-

church sites were held. These included the Lakeview Manor, Atlantic Baptist University, Universite de
