The 2010 Annual Meeting of the Congregation of Wesley Memorial United Church was held at the Church 
hall on Thursday, February 13, 2011, at 12:45 pm, with the following present:

The Minutes of the 2009 Annual Congregation Meeting held on February 14, 2010 and Special Meetings 
held May 16, October 24 and October 31, 2010 were reviewed. It was moved by Elizabeth Armour and 
seconded by Ken Geldart to adopt the minutes as printed. Motion carried. 
 
Marlene MacLeod advised that the motion stated in the May 16, 2010 Special Meeting Minutes was 
incorrect. The words relating to and including “facility” should have been removed from the motion. Those 
present concurred and supported this clarification but felt the wording of the motion in the minutes did not 
specifically state a “new” facility and that the facility could have been an existing building. Ms. MacLeod 
did not agree with this stance. In the end, the church voted not to amalgamate, and the change would not 
have affected the outcome. 
 
Rev. Griffin-Allwood noted that there was confusion over what happened at meetings – for example, with 
respect to last to the discussion at last year’s annual meeting regarding the VU report that he thought that 
there had been a consensus that the church would function until the end of the June 2010.

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The meeting was called to order at 12:10pm by Karen Dickinson who presided as Chair of the meeting as 
the Presbytery Representative. 
 
Wesley Memorial United Church’s request for a JNAC for the purpose of reviewing the terms of the 
current pastoral relationship was approved by Presbytery in November 2010, and in December 2010 the 
JNAC was appointed by the Official Board. February 10, 2011 the JNAC report was presented to the 
Congregational Board, with all recommendations passing.  
 
It was decided by a show of hands that voting would be carried out by secret ballot. Ron Caines and 
Hughena (Ween) Somerville were chosen to act as scrutineers. 
 
Marlene MacLeod as Chair of the JNAC presented their report, highlighting the key points in each 
section.   
 
Discussion was heard on Options 1 and 3, with no questions or comments being raised on Options 2 and

The meeting was called to order by Sheri Brooks (Board Co-Chair) at 11:10 AM. She welcomed everyone 
in attendance and thanked all those for staying for the meeting. 
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Presbytery representatives:

Purpose of the meeting: To discuss the sale of the property known as Wesley Memorial United Church. 
 
The Rev. Ronald I. Maund opened the meeting with a prayer. 
 
Karen Geldart was appointed secretary of the meeting. 
 
The motion coming before the congregation can be voted on by Wesley members and adherents. IT WAS 
MOVED by Mary Bernard and seconded by Marlene MacLeod that all of Wesley Memorial’s members 
and adherents have the right to vote on the property motion coming before the meeting today. Motion 
carried. 
 
It was the consensus of those present that a show of hands be used to vote on the motion. Harry Fraser 
and Pat Gillespie volunteered to act as scrutineers to count hands for the vote. 
 
The Chair then handed the meeting over to Craig Dickson, acting on behalf of the Trustees Committee. 
 
Craig Dickson gave a brief history on the sale proceedings that have so far taken place regarding the 
church property. 
 
1.  Property listed for sale in May pursuant to decision of congregation and with approval of Presbytery.  
List price $750,000 
2.  No offers to purchase were received by mid-June. 
3.  Trustees concluded that price needed to be reduced. List price reduced to $495,000, June 18, 2011 
4.  Three offers have since been received, ranging from $300,000 to $450,000. 
5.  The highest and lowest offers indicate that it is planned to repurpose the building into apartments 
and/or condominiums and commercial space. The other offer, while not specifically stated, clearly gives 
the indication that the buyer intends to demolish the church building. 
6.  The two higher offers have indicated that we may continue to use the buildings until Dec. 31, 2011 
without rent except we would be responsible for operating costs. The lowest offer extends that period to 
April 30, 2012. 
6.  The Trustees have sought legal review by Mike McWilliam of the offers and he has advised that he 
sees no reason why the offer preferred by the Trustees should not be accepted. 
7.  If the Trustees recommendation is approved by this meeting, it must then receive approval by 
Presbytery. Initially, prospective purchasers gave us until 5 PM August 27, 2011 to accept its offer. 
Through our agent, Pat Hayes, we were able to amend that to Sept. 15, 2011. This is the reason for this 
meeting at a very inconvenient date. 
8.  Consequently, the Trustees unanimously recommend that the offer to purchase the property of Wesley 
Memorial United Church from Lu Chan or Assignee of Vancouver, B.C. in the amount of $450,000 be 
accepted by the congregation and application be made forthwith for approval of Presbytery. 
9.  We have determined that Lu Chan is acting on behalf of a numbered company, 635869 NB Ltd. whose 
principal is Yangling Feng. This company is presently developing the building at the corner of St. George 
and Archibald Streets.  The company also owns properties in Perth-Andover, NB 
Craig Dickson then took questions from the floor; assisted by realtors, Pat Hayes and Denis Cool, as well 
as Mike McWilliam and members of the Trustees, other than David Fraser who is in BC getting 
acquainted with a new grandson, Camden. 
IT WAS MOVED by Craig Dickson and seconded by Ken Cameron, that the Trustees of Wesley Memorial 
United Church be authorized to apply to Chignecto Presbytery for approval to complete the agreement, 
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dated August 9, 2011, of purchase and sale of the church’s property at the corner of St. George and 
Cameron Streets, identified as PID # 723403 from Lu Chan or Assignee, in the amount of $450,000 and, 
once that approval is secured, to take the necessary steps to finalize the sale.  
It is understood that the Trustees are empowered to deal with any issues that may arise in the process of 
finalizing the sale of the property, such as, changing date of vacating the building, windows, organ, etc. 
After a few questions and clarifications, the vote took place. 
 
Results: Yes- 48 No- Zero  Unanimous decision. 
 
Ken Geldart moved to adjourn the meeting at 11:32 AM.

All congregational property, both “real property” such as land and buildings and “personal property” which 
is essentially all other property, is held in trust by congregations through a Board of Trustees on behalf of 
the United Church of Canada.  Even items such as pews, pulpits and hymn books, whether purchased or 
donated, become the property of the United Church of Canada once acquired. As part of the process of 
disbanding, a congregation shall submit to Presbytery a proposal regarding the disposition of its property. 
While not part of the official policy of the United Church, it does encourage Trustees to honour the 
expectations of its donors by using congregational funds for the mission of the congregation or the wider 
United Church. 
 
With these provisions in mind, and in consideration of the input provided by many in the congregation by 
the completion of the Questionnaire early this summer, the Trustees present the following motion which 
has received approval of the Congregational Board at its October 13, 2011 meeting: 
 
MOVED by Craig Dickson, seconded by Ken Cameron that the eight recommendations of the Board of 
Trustees which follow pertaining to disposal of the “personal property” of Wesley Memorial United Church 
be approved and submitted to Chignecto Presbytery for its approval, namely: 
 
i.  donors or donor’s families be allowed to “repossess item(s) (if still available) that they have donated to 
Wesley Memorial, including copies of “Voices United”. 
 
ii.  other assets, or assets not “repossessed”, may be made available to individuals in the Wesley 
Memorial congregation, or to other United Church congregations or church organizations, where 
expressions of interest have been received by the Trustees. 
iii.  donate the Handbells and all associated equipment to the Trustees of Visions United Church with 
stipulations. 
 
iv.  donate certain items from Wesley Memorial’s kitchen to the Magnetic Hill School to assist the school 
in the establishment of a “teaching kitchen” for its students. 
 
v.  transfer the Baker Scholarship Fund to another United Church approved by the son of the original 
donors. 
 
vi.  transfer 50% of the Ida Eagles bequest to the United Church of Canada Foundation with the 
instructions that the income from it be directed to the Mission and Service Fund. 
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vii.  donate before the distribution of funds an amount of approximately $1,500 to the Springhill Institution 
Chaplain, the Rev. Lloyd Bruce, for use in the Chaplaincy service to the inmates and their families 
 
viii.  distribute the funds on hand when all Wesley Memorial financial obligations have been discharged as 
follows: 

a)  35% to Camp Ta-Wa-Si, with stipulations 
b)  25% to the Mission and Service Fund   
c)  25% to a “Chaplaincy” fund; the income to support Chignecto Presbytery’s funding of 
chaplaincy services at the Moncton Hospital 
d) 15% to be distributed among such other congregations within Chignecto Presbytery to which 
members of Wesley Memorial transfer their membership between February 27th, 2011 and March 
31, 2012. 

 
Motion carried. 
 
Part 2 
Craig Dickson, Chair of the Trustees Committee, then proceeded to bring forth the Trustees report and 
recommendations 
 
1.  Pursuant to authorization given at Congregational Meeting on August 28th and by the Executive of 
Chignecto Presbytery on September 7, 2011 the Trustees entered into an agreement with Lu Chan or 
assignee to purchase the church property.  The agreement provided for certain financing conditions to be 
met by a specified date, October 15, 2011. Unfortunately, Mr. Chan was not able to meet those conditions 
by that date.  A short extension was granted by the Trustees but by the extended deadline Mr. Chan was 
still unable to meet the financing conditions. 
 
2.  Mr. Leandre Bourque of Residence Complexe Bonaccord Inc. had submitted an offer to purchase on 
or about the same date as Mr. Chan with a purchase price considerably lower, namely $360,000.  On 
October 14, 2011 when Mr. Bourque learned that the Chan offer may be failing, he submitted a new offer 
with a higher purchase price of $400,000. 
 
3.  On October 18, 2011 the Trustees submitted a counter offer for a purchase price of $415,000. 
 
4.  On October 29, 2011 Mr. Bourque submitted a new offer with a purchase price of $415,000 conditional 
on the property not being a Heritage Property. 
 
5.  On November 3, 2011 Mr. Bourque withdrew the condition pertaining to heritage designation. 
 
6.  Pertinent conditions of this offer are: 
 Purchase price $415,000 
 Closing date Dec. 9, 2011 
 Title Search to be completed by Dec. 1, 2011 
 Buyer must obtain clean environmental report by Dec. 1, 2011, otherwise the agreement fails. 
 Seller (Wesley) can occupy the church until Jan. 31, 2012 rent free except operating costs (heat, 
light, etc.) 
 Seller has until Nov. 25/11 to give final approval in writing to this offer. 
 Church sign, pews, memorial plaques, kitchen contents and appliances not to remain 
 Seller may remove organ and parts until Jan 31, 2012, anything not removed by that date 
becomes purchasers 
 Provision for settlement of cost of oil in tanks on January 31, 2012.  
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While not a formal condition on the purchase agreement, Mr. Bourque has provided a Memorandum 
regarding the memorial windows which may be removed provided they are replaced with thermo pane 
windows. If property is demolished the families who donated the windows will be allowed to retain them. 
 
7.  During the past months, Wesley’s Real Estate agent, Pat Hayes, has indicated that she has shown the 
property to several parties, both before and after the congregational meeting of August 28, 2011. No 
further offers were received until about 6 PM on Friday, November 4, 2011 when an offer from three 
individuals, viz Daniel LeBlanc, Benoit Dugas and Luc Bourgeois, was received by the Trustees through 
Wesley’s Real Estate agent. That offer has a higher purchase price than Mr. Bourque’s. Because of its 
late receipt, neither the Trustees nor their legal counsel, have not been able to research the business 
background or financial position of the individuals making this latest offer. Additional time is required for 
the necessary investigation of this latest offer. Consequently, on advice of legal counsel it is 
recommended that the congregation postpone that portion of this meeting dealing with the sale of the 
“real property” for one week in order to provide the necessary time for the Trustees to do their legal duty 
as Trustees. The Trustees regret the need to suggest this delay but believe you and the potential buyers 
will understand its necessity. 
 
MOVED by Craig Dickson, seconded by Pat Gillespie that the consideration of the Trustees 
recommendation to sell the church building and property be postponed until Sunday, November 13th 
immediately following the closing of the church service on or about 12 o’clock noon. Carried. 
 
Al Holdsworth moved, seconded by Denis Cool, to adjourn the meeting at 12:35 PM. 
 
Rev. Ronald I. Maund closed the meeting with a prayer.

The congregation meeting of last Sunday, November 6, 2011, agreed to an adjournment of the decision 
on the sale of the church property until this Sunday in order to allow the Trustees time to assess an offer 
to purchase the property that had been received late on Friday, November 4. This meeting is to resume 
the consideration of that matter. 
 
Also, as a result of developments since the congregational meeting of Nov. 6th, the Trustees are 
recommending an amendment pertaining to disposal of the removable assets as found in paragraph viii of 
the motion previously  
 
Both members and adherents of Wesley Memorial were entitled to vote. 
 
This was the consensus that the vote be by a show of hands on the property offers as one motion and not 
two. 
 
Craig Dickson, Chair of the Trustees Committee, then proceeded to bring forth the Trustees report and 
recommendations: 
 
Property 
Pursuant to the decision of the Congregation at its meeting on Nov. 6, 2011 the Trustees have met with 
the three gentlemen who submitted late on Nov. 4 an offer to purchase the church property. As a result 
the Trustees recommend that the offer of Daniel LeBlanc, Benoit Dugas and Luc Bourgeois to purchase 
the church property for $450,000 be accepted provided they are able to meet the conditions of their offer 
by the dates specified in the offer. The principal condition to be met is the ability of the group to arrange 
financing of the purchase by November 23, 2011. 
 
Should the terms and conditions of the offer of Messrs. LeBlanc, Dugas and Bourgeois not be met by 
November 23, 2011, the Trustees recommend that the offer to purchase of Mr. Leandre Bourque of 
Residence Complexe Bonaccord Inc. for $415,000 be accepted without further reference to the 
congregation for approval or otherwise. 
 
If the congregation accepted the recommendations, the Trustees will submit them to Chignecto 
Presbytery for its approval. Presbytery meets on November 16, 2011. 
 
MOVED by Craig Dickson, seconded by George Mundle that the Trustees be authorized to accept the 
offer to purchase the church property of $450,000 of Messrs. Daniel LeBlanc, Benoit Dugas and Luc 
Bourgeois provided the terms and conditions of their offer to purchase dated November 4, 2011 are met 
by November 23, 2011 and should the conditions of the offer to purchase of Messrs. LeBlanc, Dugas and

Bourgeois not be met by that date, the Trustees be authorized to accept the offer of Mr. Leandre Bourque 
of Residence Complexe Bonaccord Inc. to purchase the church property for $415,000 without further 
reference to the congregation for approval or otherwise.

Disposable Assets 
Following the Congregational Meeting of November 6, the decision regarding the disposal of “removable 
assets” was conveyed to Chignecto Presbytery and through it to Maritime Conference. Subsequently, the 
Trustees received a request from Maritime Conference to include in our distribution of assets, money 
towards the Conference Archives project. A figure of 2% was suggested. As a result, the Trustees 
recommend that each of the percentages in the resolution approved by the congregation at its meeting on 
November 6, 2011 be modified by one half of one percent and 2% be designated for Conference Archives 
fund. 
 
MOVED BY Craig Dickson, seconded by George Mundle that part viii of the motion passed by the 
congregation at its meeting of November 6, 2011 be amended to read as follows: 
 
viii. distribute the funds on hand when all Wesley Memorial financial obligations have been discharged as 
follows: 

a)  34.5% to Camp Ta-Wa-Si, with stipulations 
b)  24.5% to the Mission and Service Fund   
c)  24.5% to a “Chaplaincy” fund; the income to support Chignecto Presbytery’s funding of 
chaplaincy services at the Moncton Hospital 
d) 14.5% to be distributed among such other congregations within Chignecto Presbytery to which 
members of Wesley Memorial transfer their membership between February 27th, 2011 and March 
31, 2012. 
e) 2% to Maritime Conference Archives fund 

 
The concern of more groups or people coming forth asking for money was raised. Craig Dickson advised 
that this would be the last change regarding the distribution. 
 
Motion carried. 
 
The Rev. Jane Johnson, on behalf of maritime Conference, thanked the church for its generosity. 
 
The meeting adjourned at 12:35 PM.

1) must be a member of the congregation for at least twelve months at the time the award is announced, 
2) attends, or plans to attend within twelve months, a post-secondary educational institution. 

There were no recipients in 2011. The financial information is included with the endowment fund report. 
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Finance & Property Committee 

 
 

It has proven difficult to write this, the final report of the Finance & Property Committee of Wesley 
Memorial United Church, for the year ending 2011. Summing up the activities of one calendar year in a 
brief report can be a challenge. Attempting to sum up the activities of 120 years in the same space would 
be impossible and will be left for another committee. For certain, the year has gone by quickly, especially 
since the decision to close the church was ratified in February.  

Early in they year, at the request of the Joint Needs Assessment Committee budgets were prepared 
forecasting the future financial picture of the church, given recent trends of declining collections and 
increasing costs. The picture, as expected, was not good and contributed in no small part to the decision 
that was made in April. From that point on the work of the Committee became largely academic. 

Many of the seasonal projects proceeded as normal. Some maintenance was performed mainly involving 
patching and painting in the sanctuary and steps. A small section of the roofing was repaired. An arbour 
day was held in the spring to clean some areas not handled by the regular cleaning service and 
community breakfasts were held both in the Spring and Fall. 

Year end balances were not available at the time of writing. A total amount of $55,000 from the 
endowment fund (principal) was authorized for withdrawal, if required. To date (November 30), 
withdrawals from the Endowment principle have totalled $45,645 in addition to $12,000 of interest earned 
from those investments. We do know that the sale of church property was concluded on December 13. 
The details of that transaction will be handled in a report from the Trustees committee. 

Thanks are extended to the members of the Trustees and the Transition Committees that have handled 
the bulk of the planning and myriad of tasks required in the final months. Thanks are also given to the 
members of the Finance & Property Committee for their continued commitment during the year. A special 
thanks to Craig Dickson who does the bulk of the committee’s ‘grunt’ work managing the various 
investments within the endowment fund along with many other duties. 

Finally we extend thanks to the members of the congregation for the financial support extended over the 
years and wish everyone blessings and happiness wherever they choose to worship in the future.

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Endowment Fund Report 2011 

Fund Activity in 2011 
On April 14, 2011 the Congregational Board approved the withdrawal of $10,000 in principal from the 
Endowment Fund to meet church expenses. A further withdrawal of up to $45,000 was approved by a 
Congregational meeting on April 17, 2011. By the end of the year, it was only necessary to utilize $30,645 
of the $45,000 approved. Also, due to the decision to close the church at the end of 2011, when a G.I.C. 
held by Maritime Conference Financial Services matured in August, 2011, it was not renewed and the 
principal amount of $5,000 was applied against Wesley’s outstanding loans with Maritime Conference.  
This brought the total withdrawals from the principal in 2011 to $45,645. At the end of November, 2011, 
the balance in the Endowment Fund stood at $188,066 having a book value of $199,891.  

2011 Financial Results 
Earning by the Endowment Fund to the end of November 2011 amounted to $10,269.96. An estimate to 
December 31, 2011 was used to calculate the amount to be transferred to the Mission and Service Fund.  
The transfer will consists of 50% of the interest earned on the Ida Eagles bequest and 10% of the 
earnings in 2011 by the Endowment Fund. 

In 2010 a G.I.C. matured in which the Baker Scholarship funds were invested. To maximize return on 
investment, a higher yielding bond held in the Endowment Fund was designated for the Baker 
Scholarship Fund. A portion of the Endowment Fund income in 2011 will be designated as Baker 
Scholarship Funds earnings and transferred along with the principal amount of $14,000 to Mount Royal 
United Church for future administration. 

In view of the decision to close Wesley Memorial at the end of 2011, and on the advice of the church’s 
investment advisor because of falling bond prices, most bonds held in the Endowment Fund were cashed 
on Oct. 31, 2011. The proceeds have been deposited in a daily interest account paying 1.25%.    

Bequests 
During 2011 Wesley Memorial received a bequest of $500 from the estate of the late Pauline Darrah and 
$3,000 from the estate of the late Freda Alexander. We are grateful that these individuals through such 
bequests have shown their love for Wesley Memorial United Church. 

Conclusion 
In this final report on the Endowment Fund, the congregation is thankful for the many persons who 
through provisions in their will, or as gifts, have contributed over the years to the work of the church 
through the Endowment Fund. In total, $503,593 was received. Of that amount, approximately 60% has 
been expended leaving the balance in the account at December 31, 2011 to form part of Wesley 
Memorial’s legacy.

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Report on Housing Allowance Fund for Period Ending December 31, 2011 
During 2011, withdrawals from the Housing Allowance Fund held by the United Church of Canada 
Foundation totalled $13,000 to cover clergy housing costs for the year plus $849.59 administration costs 
of the Foundation.   
 
The Housing Allowance Fund was established with the proceeds from the sale of Wesley Memorial’s 
manse in May, 2006. The initial amount in the Fund was $127,689.85. Over the past six and half years, 
$71,000 has been withdrawn to pay clergy housing allowance. Administration charges of the UCCF 
totalled $5,621.68 for a total withdrawal from the Fund of $76,621.68. Earnings by the Fund over the six 
and half years have resulted in a balance in the Fund on November 30, 2011 being $73,709.28. This 
appreciation of $22,641.11 represents the earnings on the investment since May, 2006.  
 
The amount in the Fund will be added to the final financial position of Wesley Memorial and will form part 
Wesley Memorial’s legacy in the distribution of assets as approved by the congregation and Chignecto

·  To conduct an annual review of the effectiveness of all church Ministry Personnel and Staff as 
their work relates to the ministry of the Pastoral Charge as identified by the goals and objectives 
established by the Official Board and in the Joint Needs Assessment Process and the Pastoral 
Charge Mission Statement. 

·  To become aware of the role of the Presbytery Pastoral Relations Committee and maintain 
regular communication with it, and to become aware of the role of the Presbytery Oversight 
Committee.   

·  To become familiar with the resources available through the Presbytery and Conference to 
enhance the effectiveness of the work of the committee. 

·  To educate the Official board/council and its committees was well as the congregation of the 
Pastoral Charge as the nature of its role. 

The above duties were all carried out during the year 2011 to the best of our abilities, with the exception 
of regular communication with the Presbytery Pastoral Relations Committee.

With the acceptance by the congregation on February 27, 2011 of the Joint Needs Assessment Report 
that recommended Wesley Memorial United Church disband/cease to exist as of December 31, 2011, the 
responsibilities of Trustees came sharply into focus. 

“All church property, both real and personal, is held in trust by congregations, through a Board of 
Trustees on behalf of the United Church of Canada.  … Even items such as pews, pulpits and hymn 
books, whether purchased or donated, become the property of the United Church of Canada, once they 
have been acquired.” This statement from the United Church’s handbook entitled “Procedures Regarding 
Amalgamations, Disbanding, Ceasing to Exist, and Property Transactions of Congregations within the 
United Church of Canada” highlights the responsibilities of the Trustees in disposing of Wesley 
Memorial’s property, both real and personal. 

The Trustees have met with the Property and Finance Committee of Chignecto Presbytery. Permission 
was sought and secured from Presbytery to list the real property for sale and a real estate agent selected. 
Offers to purchase were received from three parties. Two of the offers failed as the prospective buyers 
failed to meet the terms of their offer within the prescribed time frames.   

At a congregational meeting on November 13, and with the approval of the Executive of Chignecto 
Presbytery on November 23, 2011, the Trustees proceeded to finalize the sale of the real property to 
Residence Complexe Bonaccord Inc. The transaction was completed on December 13, 2011. As part of 
the agreement of sale, the Wesley Memorial congregation is permitted to use the buildings until      
January 31, 2012, rent free but responsible for operating costs. The congregation may remove the organ, 
pews, exterior sign and interior historic memorial plaques. 

At the time of sale, the buyer is uncertain regarding the future use of the property. The buyer is conscious 
of the emotions attached to the beautiful memorial windows of the church. To address the concern that 
the windows may be destroyed, the buyer included as part of the sales agreement that “Should the 
property be maintained, the stain(ed) glass windows … taken by the families who donated them must be 
replaced with thermo pane windows. Also, if the property is demolished the families who donated the 
windows will be allowed to retain them." 

The Trustees invited the congregation to provide input into the disposition of the personal property, such 
as furniture, fixtures, hymn books, etc., and the funds on hand when all monies are received and financial 
obligations discharged. From that input, the Trustees developed the following recommendations which 
received approval of the Congregation Board, the Congregation and Chignecto Presbytery: 

1.  distribute the funds on hand when all Wesley Memorial financial obligations have been discharged as 
follows: 

a)  34.5% to Camp Ta-Wa-Si, with stipulations 

b)  24.5% to the Mission and Service Fund   

c)  24.5% to a “Chaplaincy” fund; the income to support Chignecto Presbytery’s funding of 
chaplaincy services at the Moncton hospitals 

d) 14.5% to be distributed among such other congregations within Chignecto Presbytery to which 
members of Wesley Memorial transfer their membership between February 27th, 2011 and March 
31, 2012. 

e) 2% to Maritime Conference Archives fund 

2.  donors or donor’s families be allowed to “repossess” item(s) (if still available) that they have donated 
to Wesley Memorial, including copies of “Voices United”. 
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3.  other assets, or assets not “repossessed”, may be made available to individuals in the Wesley 
Memorial congregation, or to other United Church congregations or church organizations, where 
expressions of interest have been received by the Trustees. 

4.  donate the Handbells and all associated equipment to the Trustees of Visions United Church with 
stipulations. 

5.  donate certain items from Wesley Memorial’s kitchen to the Magnetic Hill School to assist the school in 
the establishment of a “teaching kitchen” for its students. 

6.  transfer the Baker Scholarship Fund to another United Church approved by the son of the original 
donors. 

7.  transfer 50% of the Ida Eagles bequest to the United Church of Canada Foundation with the 
instructions that the income from it be directed to the Mission and Service Fund. 

8.  donate before the distribution of funds an amount of approximately $1,500 to the Springhill Institution 
Chaplain, the Rev. Lloyd Bruce, for use in the Chaplaincy service to the inmates and their families 

As the year draws to a close, there remain some major items which have not been sold or committed to a 
new “home”, principal of these is the church Pipe Organ. A “yard-type” sale is planned for January 14, 
2012 in hopes of selling some of the remaining furniture and other items. 

At this point in time, the Trustees cannot make a reasonably accurate estimate of the dollar value of the 
financial assets that will be available for distribution as provided for in item 1 above. Nevertheless, we 
believe that those who will benefit at the time of distribution and in the years to come will be grateful for 
the foresight of the congregation in deciding to close now rather than wait until its assets are depleted. 

The Trustees thank the congregation for their advice and cooperation in this difficult and emotional task 
We are particularly grateful that the congregation has respected our request that no articles be removed 
from the property without the knowledge and consent of the Trustees.

The First Building 
There is little record available of the planning that went into the first church building on this site. The need 
was recognized in Central Methodist Church, later Central United Church, and the decision to build a new 
church was made easy by the great generosity of Mr. George R. Sangster, who donated the land and 
provided the money to build the first Wesley Memorial Church. The Architect and Builder are not known 
but fortunately a good photograph of both the exterior and interior still exist and are included in this 
history. The dominant feature of the exterior is the main entrance tower which was located right at the 
corner of St. George and Cameron Streets. The entrance was surmounted by a domed roof. In a recent 
article by Mr. J. E. Belliveau he credits Northrop Frye's mother as having said that the dome was painted 
blue and made the structure look, "like that of an extreme Pentecostal sect". 

The church plan was square. As you entered the main door, the choir loft with its pipe organ was 
diagonally opposite. The seating was arranged in line with the other diagonal. The pipe organ, it would 
seem, was not new when installed in this church as there seems to have been frequent repairs required. 
The organ had a manual bellows and the minutes record that annual budgets included an amount of 
$20.00 for the organ boy. The church contained a basement for Sunday School activities and other group 
meetings. The congregation made use of other facilities outside of the church as well for various group 
meetings. 

On June 16, 1891 at half past two o'clock in the afternoon, the corner stone of the church was laid by the 
then Grand Master of Free and Accepted Masons of New Brunswick, Dr. Thomas Walker of Saint John, 
and his Grand Lodge Officers. On November 4, 1990 at the beginning of our 100th year as a 
congregation, Mr. Charles N. Hollett the present Grand Master and his Grand Lodge; Officers, 
.accompanied by other members the Fraternity, re-enacted this ceremony, as part of our Anniversary 
service. 

The first worship service for the new congregation was held in September 1891 as an open air service. 
Rev. T.J. Deinstadt, the first minister of Wesley Memorial Church, stood on the steps of the new church 
which was still under construction and the congregation gathered around standing or sitting on temporary 
benches of planks, to hear the first sermon preached at Wesley Memorial Church. On the following 
Sunday the services moved into the basement and were held there until the building was completed. 

On Sunday November 8, 1891 the first service was held in the Sanctuary, when Rev. D. Hamilton of the 
Peoples Church of Boston, Mass. was the preacher. On Sunday November 15, 1891 the building was 
dedicated with Rev. George M. Campbell being the preacher. 

Ninety-nine members of Central Methodist Church transferred to the new Wesley Memorial Church. A 
manse was provided next to the church facing Cameron Street and was in use until our present hall was 
constructed. 

On August 11, 1891 a meeting had been held at the home of Mr. George R. Sangster to organize the first 
Quarterly Board of Wesley Memorial Church. Those present were Rev. T.J. Deinstadt, G.R. Sangster, 
Treasurer, A. McShaw, Thomas Fleetwood, J.S. Rayworth, Recording Steward, W.L. Rand, W.T. Sands. 
A copy of the minutes of this first meeting can be found in the church archives. 

 

The Present Church  
The first wood frame church served for 36 years but from its early history was considered to be too small 
to serve the growing congregation properly. While the pressure was mainly for an improved Sunday 
School, the Sanctuary itself felt the pressure of growth early in the life of this congregation. There was a 
discussion at the Quarterly Board on April 18, 1907 which highlights this growth and calls our attention to 
one of the early customs the Methodist Church, which was to charge a fee for "sittings" in the church 
pews. By 1907 requests were being received for sittings which were not available and it was therefore 
suggested that all seats be made free. After a survey of the current pew holders, found that they favoured 
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the change and furthermore would maintain contributions at the current level, the decision was made at a 
special meeting on April 20, 1907 that seats would be free as of May 31, 1907. 

As early as April 1912 there was a discussion of the Sunday School facilities. A committee of two men 
was established to interview the owners of land west of the church and attempt to purchase the land for 
$1,500.00. The purchase was authorized at a meeting on April 18, 1912 so that space would be available 
to enlarge the facilities. There may have been a secondary reason, since the City had wanted to build a 
fire station on St. George Street west of the church, which proposal had been objected to by the church. 
In 1916 land at the rear of the church was used to provide a tennis court for young ladies of the church. 

In 1919, under Rev. H. Johnson, enlarged accommodation was again discussed. Committees were 
appointed including a large finance committee charged with obtaining subscriptions payable over three 
years. Mr. Mott, a Saint John architect, was consulted and .he met with the church board, but no concrete 
action flowed from this effort. One would assume that the necessary financial support could not be 
developed at the time. There were some discussions held at this time with St. John's Presbyterian Church 
concerning a proposal to build a union church in the west end of the City, but nothing developed further in 
this regard. 

The idea of a new church for Wesley Memorial was still active through 1920 and 1921. At one point it was 
reported that pledges had been obtained for just under $10,000.00. Mr. Mott was still being consulted and 
had estimated a cost of $28,000.00. In January of 1921 plans and specifications were presented and 
approved but still the project languished in the committee stage. The Quarterly Board received a report in 
June of 1923 showing various small amounts of money held by various groups totaling $1,869.20, so 
obviously there had not been any serious attempt to follow through on the previous financial campaign. 

Not until Rev. Harold Tomkinson came to Wesley did any concrete action take place. At his first meeting 
with the Quarterly Board on September 8, 1926 he re-opened discussion of a new church. By this time 
church union had taken place and Wesley Memorial like all other Methodist Churches, had entered The 
United Church of Canada without a local approval being necessary. On October 6th, 1926 Rev. Harold 
Tomkinson brought forward several alternatives for the future but stressed that a new church with a new 
pipe organ should be given careful consideration. He preferred this solution as being the best long term 
answer. Rev. Tomkinson felt that the new United Church of Canada was behind them and that success 
was quite possible. 

New committees were struck and in October of 1926 a recommendation to build a new church was 
approved by the Board at an estimated cost of $50,000.00. In February of 1927 Mr. R.N. Wyse, 
Treasurer, reported the Financial Campaign was within $3,000.00 of its objective of $30,000.00.  

By this time Mr. C.A. Fowler of Halifax, NS had been retained as Architect, and his commission was to 
complete plans and specifications for the first unit, which is the church as it now exists, and which was 
estimated to cost $60,000.00. Mr. Fowler was also to complete plans for the second stage which he did, 
but that building was never built. When the time came that additional space could be built that plan no 
longer suited the situation. 

The Board approved placing a mortgage of $40,000.00 and in due course Ambrose Wheeler Limited was 
engaged as builder. The first building, which was wood frame, was moved onto the lot west of the church, 
which was owned by the church, and was used for services while the new building was constructed. In 
August of 1927 the foundation was in place and a ceremony to lay the corner stone was held on August 
15th. The service was presided over by Rev. Harold Tomkinson. Mrs. Emma Gay, granddaughter of     
Mr. George R. Sangster, founder of Wesley Memorial Church, presented silver trowels to Mr. R.N. Wyse 
and Senator C.W. Robinson who laid the corner stone and memorial stones respectively. The address 
was given by Dr. J.H. Philips, Chairman of Moncton Presbyters of the United Church of Canada. 

At the corner stone ceremony, boys and girls of the Sunday School, who had contributed to the building 
fund, each laid a brick in the church wall. Those laying bricks were: Northrop Frye, Dorothy Mitton, Evelyn 
Rogers, Harold Harvey, Ross Jarvis, Edward Coleman, Jim Gibson George Gillis, Reginald Harvey, 
Georgie Coleman, Stewart Gillis, Eileen Mitton, Ross Caldwell, Richard Titus, John McNairn, Betty Wyse, 
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Margaret Williams, Marjorie McEwen, Alice Carson, Jean Archibald, Dorothy Archibald, Constance 
Archibald, Christine Carson, Constance Tomkinson, Joan Tomkinson, Jean Gregg, William Kirby, Fred 
Kirby, Anna Smith, Arthur Bullen & Margaret Carson. 

The church was dedicated on Sunday February 26, 1928. Rev. Harold Tomkinson conducted the service 
with Dr. T. Albert Moore, Secretary of the General Council preaching at the morning and evening 
services. An afternoon service was held in the new Sunday School quarters and was addressed by Rev. 
A.K. Herman, Minister of Highfield Baptist Church. Special services were held on the two following 
Sundays. The preacher on March 4 was Dr. A.D. Reid of Sydney, NS, and on March 11 was a former 
minister of Wesley Memorial, Rev. Hammond Johnson. 

The church and furnishings cost $94,000.00 and the debt at the time of completion was approximately 
$60,000.00. The hard times of the depression of the twenties was soon on the country. Instead of retiring 
the loan principal as had been planned, the church found it difficult to pay the interest on the debt. This 
condition persisted through the 1930's. 

World War II marked a change in the financial position of members of the congregation and once again 
substantial payments on the loan were possible. Soon after World War II, on March 2, 1949, success was 
finally achieved when the mortgage was burned at a public service in the Church. Those taking part on 
the platform were: Dr. J.H. Freestone, Richard G. Jefferson, R. N. Wyse, Harry 0. Arthur, Willard Harvey, 
Harry Titus, Gaius Avard, Paul Kingston, William Rogers. 

 

The Church Hall  
The hope to provide enlarged facilities for Christian Education, fellowship, and recreation had long been 
in the minds of this congregation before it became a reality in the early 50's. The plan for the present 
church had actually included detailed drawings for an expansion of the building using the St. George, 
Street lot. This was never built and by 1953 was not considered to be suitable for the needs of that time. 

With the mortgage on the church paid off in 1949 thoughts soon turned to raising funds to build a Church 
Hall. During the pastorate of Rev. J. C. Johnson 1950 to 1955, a decision was taken to proceed with a 
financial campaign with an objective of $120,000.00 for the purpose of building a Religious Education 
building. The Wells Organization was retained to lead us in this fund raising project and an active 
committee was appointed to work with them. The committee included the following: Gaius Avard, 
Chairman William Kirby, Wesley Dempsey, Campaign Chairman Jack Davies, Roland Dinney, Ronald 
Dixon, Don Mitton, Cecil Darrah, James Gibson, and Neil MacLellan. 

The campaign was well organized and the needs were explained clearly to the congregation with 
sincerity. The campaign was launched with a loyalty dinner held in the Canadian Legion Hall, which was 
crowded to capacity. The fund raising went on to a successful conclusion with sufficient funds pledged 
over a three year period to allow the Official Board to make a further decision to proceed immediately with 
construction. To this end a Building Committee was appointed which met for the first time on February 23, 
1953 and elected officers. The Building Committee consisted of the following: Donald Mitton, Chairman 
J.B. Fraser, Geoffrey Hogan, Vice Chairman Paul Kingston, R.M. Wickwire, Secretary Earl MacPherson, 
Vic Armes, Barry Miller, H. Atkinson, Stan Pierce, Taylor Coates, Ron Stevens, Cecil Darrah, Lloyd 
Sterling, J.R. Davies, Don Storey, W.J. Dempsey, H. Touchie, Roland Dinney and Ron Dixon. 

The early meetings dealt with the important issue of which site to choose, St. George Street which is now 
a parking lot, or on the corner of Cameron and Dufferin Streets, where the manse was then located. 
Authority was received on March 26, 1953 to retain an Architect and at the meeting on April 2, 1953 the 
Committee selected Mr. John L. Darby of Bedford, Nova Scotia. Preliminary plans were developed for a 
building on the Dufferin Street site and were presented to the Official Board during the - week of April 19, 
1953 and approved. The way was then clear to develop construction drawings and call for tenders. 

During that period when plans and specifications were being finalized, the Official Board had to deal with 
obtaining a new manse. This turned out to be a very sensitive question and became a choice between an 
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older house close to the church or a newer house in the west end of the city. When the motion finally 
came to a vote at nearly midnight the Official Board voted unanimously in favour of a manse at 61 
Greenwood Drive. The manse was sold in May of 2006. 

At a meeting of the Building Committee on June 23, 1953 a letter was read from the Town Planning 
Commission giving approval to the plans as submitted to them by the Architect which provided the empty 
lot on St. George Street be designated as a parking area. The parking lot question was referred to the 
Official Board and approved by them on November l0, 1953. 

On February 19th, 1954, the Building Committee authorized the calling of tenders with the closing date 
set for 5:00 p.m. Monday, March 29, 1954. A committee meeting was held on that date to review the 
tenders. Five tenders were received ranging from $160,000.00 to $129,000.00. The lowest was from M.F. 
Schurman Co. Ltd. of Summerside, Prince Edward Island. At a further meeting on March 31, 1954, the 
Schurman tender was approved for recommendation to the Official Board. A meeting of the Congregation 
was held on April 8th, 1954 and approval was given to proceed with construction with the work to be 
performed by M.F. Schurman Co. Ltd. 

A sod turning ceremony was held on Monday May 3, 1954 and excavation of the basement was started 
on May 4, 1954. Mr. Paul S. Kingston, Clerk of Session turned the first sod. The building was completed 
and was dedicated on January 17, 1955, when Rev. C.M. Nicholson was our special guest. At a meeting 
of the Building Committee with the Contractor on Monday January 18, 1955 the building was officially 
taken over from the Contractor. In February of 1956 the Building Committee was dissolved by the Official 
Board with thanks for completing their job. 

With the new hall complete there still remained a need to change the layout of the church basement so 
that it would complement the new facilities. In the same year the men of the congregation undertook to 
make the necessary partition changes. Vic Armes prepared a plan which was approved. Mr. Roland 
Dinney undertook the job of supervising the work and ordering material. Good size work gangs were on 
hand for many evenings and Saturdays and soon the work was completed. 

 

Ministers  
In its first one hundred years this church has been served by nineteen Ministers, one Assistant, and one 
Deaconess. 

In the thirty-four years from 1891 -1925, as a Methodist Congregation, there were ten ministers. It was a 
custom of the Methodist Church in those days that a Minister served a Congregation for approximately 
three years, then move on to another church. 

This custom was discontinued when the Methodist Church became part of the United Church of Canada 
at the time of Church Union in 1925. During the next sixty-six years from 1925-1991 there have been nine 
Ministers at Wesley Memorial United Church.

CHURCH MUSIC 
There is evidence that from the very beginnings of Wesley Memorial Church, music was an important part 
of worship and of the fellowship in the church. The first church had a good size pipe organ, which of 
course had a manual bellows operated by an organ boy who, it would appear, received about 50 cents 
per Sunday for this work. 

When the church opened in 1891, the first Organist and Choir Director was Miss Mary McCarthy. The first 
choir members included Mrs. Shaw, Mrs. Deinstadt, Mrs. Charles McCarthy, Mrs. M. Lodge, Mrs. H.J. 
Brown, Mrs. G. Fairweather, Miss A. Fleetwood, Miss Grace Gorbell, Miss Annie Simmons, J.B. Sangster, 
U. Mitchell, William Duncan, Thomas Taylor, J.D. Steeves and Dr. G.T. Smith. 

Until more recent years the choirs did not organize with a President and Secretary so there is little record 
of choir activities. It is evident, however, that all the choirs through the years have faithfully provided 
leadership in hymn singing and by providing anthems for each worship service, and special music for 
Christmas, Easter and Anniversaries. 

A review of the minutes of the quarterly Board Meetings does indicate the various people who have been 
Organists or Choir Directors over the years and some other facts about music in the church. Below is a 
chronological list of this information: 

1892 - Estimates for salaries included Organ Boy at $20.80. 

1894 - Miss Baird was asked if she would consider being re-engaged as organist. 

1896 - Miss Crisp became organist. She was the daughter of Rev. Robert Crisp who came to Wesley in 
1896. 

1901 - J.B. Sangster, H.A. Carson, J.S. Marnie, J.E. Barss were appointed as the Music Committee to 
attend to all matters concerning the choir and organist. The committee reported that they engaged Mrs. 
J.A. Killam as organist for three months at $10.00 per month. Mrs. Palmer had acted for one month. Mr. 
F. Smith became the regular Organist and Choir Director early in 1902. At this time Mr. Rayworth, Mr. 
Marnie and the Pastor became the music committee. Later in 1902 Nip Bishop became Organist and 
Choir Director at $100.00 per year. 

1904 - Mrs. Bishop resigned as Organist and applications were received from Mrs. B.C. Peters, Miss 
Jermie Dodge, Miss Lynch, and a letter was also received from Lulu Marion Murray saying she was 
unable to apply for the position at that time but would like to be considered when a future vacancy 
occurred. The choir petitioned for the hiring of Miss Peters and she was engaged at $125.00 per year. In 
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1915 Mr. F.G. Gorbell resigned as Choir leader, and Mr. McAllister was appointed Organist and stayed 
until 1917. Mr. Malcolm and Miss Ruth Wyse filled in until December of 1918 when Mr. McCall was 
appointed at $30.00 per month. In 1915 Miss Emma Sangster (Gay) was invited to join the choir and she 
remained in the choir as a faithful member for many years. 

In 1920 the church was again seeking an organist but when no applications were received, Mrs. Titus 
was engaged as choir leader for $300.00 per year. She stayed until December of that year when Mrs. 
George Gay took on the leadership without salary. In March of 1921 the Board expressed sincere and 
hearty thanks to Mrs. Gay for her work with the choir. During this period Miss Ruth Wyse was acting as 
Organist and later Mrs. Sudbury became Organist. 

In 1924 Rev. G.W.F. Glendenning wished to activate a Junior Choir and as a result the Board asked Mrs. 
Titus to arrange for and train a Junior Choir. 

In 1927 the Music Committee included Mr. Charles Jarvis, Mr. McEwen, Mr. Creed, and Mr. Wyse. At a 
Quarterly Official Board meeting on September 9th, 1927, Mr. Jarvis moved that Miss Marion Murray be 
appointed Organist and Choir Leader and Mrs. Gay as soloist. The motion was carried and there began a 
long and happy association between Wesley Memorial United Church and Marion Murray. Marion 
became ill in 1933 and Mrs. Titus and Miss Jennie Trites (Cochrane) filled in for her during her absence. 
By 1922 the choir was organized with Mr. William J. Dalziel as president. During Marion Murray's time the 
choir took part in the Moncton Music Festival, the Annual Carol Festival. They also appeared on the New 
Moncton Television Station, presenting a half-hour program of music. 

Miss Murray finished her career with Wesley Memorial in 1963. The Church purchased a memorial 
stained glass window in her honour and also to remember her family Mr. & Mrs. William Murray, Lloyd 
and Jane. 

Mr. Don Cooke a post-graduate student and part time teacher at Mount Allison and Mr. Brown acted as 
temporary Organists during the search for Miss Murray's replacement. Mr. Fred Steeves came to Wesley 
Memorial at that time and served us well until 1976. 

Miss Shelley Barnes and Isabel Vilim served as Organist until 1981 when Miss Vilim resigned. 

Mrs. Queenie (Dempsey) MacKeigan was hired in 1981 and retired in 2006. 

Mr. Mike Day was hired in 2006 and is the present music director of the church. 

The present organ was purchased from Casavant Freres in 1928; the year after the new church was 
dedicated. It has a two manual console, and the organ has been well maintained over the years. It was 
revoiced at least twice over the years. In 1988 a decision was taken to do a major upgrading of the organ 
as a 100th Anniversary Project. The work proceeded in 1988 and the Financial Campaign was designed 
to have the cost paid in full by our 100th Anniversary. We still have the original key to the console and the 
stop list of the original organ of 1928. True to the faith of the Wesley Memorial Congregation the final 
cheque to retire the loan was present at our anniversary service and the organ was rededicated in 
memory of our "Fallen Heroes". 

The work on the organ saw all pipes removed and cleaned. Some pipes were returned to the factory for 
restoration. Tonal changes were also made to the organ to give it a more contemporary sound. We are 
proud of our organ and it ranks as one of the best in this area. 

 
HANDBELLS 
The Handbell Choir at Wesley found it's beginning in 1994. The Music Director at the time, Queenie 
MacKeigan had directed a handbell choir in Nova Scotia many years before and thought a Handbell Choir 
a t Wesley would be a wonderful addition to the Music Ministry. Handbells are a more modern evolution of 
the Tower Bells first rung in English Church towers as far back as the 1700's. 

Handbells are very expensive and are unavailable in Canada - money to purchase these bells needed to 
be raised - enter the Betty Jennings Group of Wesley. This group's main mandate is to find ways to raise 
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funds for worthwhile causes. Besides, one of their members was such a lover of music, that when the 
funds for the bells was raised, the BJ Group decided to name the Choir, eventually formed, in honour of 
this member who lost her battle to cancer, in her honour. Hence, in October 1994, the Bells were 
dedicated and named "The Barbara Boudreau Memorial Handbell Choir". 

The Choir started out with three Octaves of Handells and two Octaves of Handchimes. Several small bells 
of a fourth Octave have been purchased by the Betty Jennings Group and one small bell was donated by 
two members of the bell choir, Sandra Gibson and Nicki Boyd-Clouston in memory of their mother who 
was a lover of handbell music. 

The Choir continued for the next 10 years, under the direction of Queenie MacKeigan, with all its 
members being Wesley members. As a result, they were able to play in Church Christmas Eve, Easter, 
Thanksgiving, Anniversary Sunday and any other time special music was needed. Several "road trips" 
were taken to play in northern NB, Nova Scotia and PEI - a very busy group. 

In December, 2004, Queenie MacKeigan decided to retire from the Handbell Choir. Along with her 
retirement, the Choir lost another three ringers. What to do - you must have at least 10 ringers. A meeting 
was held of the remaining members and the decision was to remain together and recruit members from 
other churches and the community. 

One of the ringers, Shirley Alexander had attended a Summer School of Fine Arts in North Dakota for 
four summers and studied under some of the best known Clinicians in the handbells world. Shirley offered 
to become the Director with the blessings of the remaining ringers. Within a few weeks, they had recruited 
enough people to have two choirs. This lasted for one year as many found the commitment too intense. 
However, to the present time of this writing 2010, the Choir remains intact and is a true Community 
Handbell Choir with its eleven members coming from four different churches in greater Moncton. Because 
the choir finds the name" Barbara Boudreau Memorial Handbell Choir" a fairly lengthy moniker, they 
affectionately call themselves "The Wesley Ringers". 

The Choir has played at many venues under the new organization. Besides playing at Wesley when 
asked, they have played for Nursing Homes, other Churches in Moncton and throughout New Brunswick 
as well as for community Christmas Concerts. They have played for the City of Moncton in their Summer 
Cultural Series and have, for the past four years, produced a Christmas Concert which is always well 
attended by the public. Funds raised by free will offerings have allowed the Choir to purchase an 
additional Octave of Handchimes as well as new music stands, lights, table coverings, and some music. 
As well, they cover all their own travel expenses. 

Their biggest accomplishment to date is to organize and host a workshop "The Festival of Bells" in the 
spring of 2009. This two day workshop was attended by over 130 handbell ringers from all four Maritime 
Provinces. A Clinician was brought in from Manitoba and the Workshop was a wonderful success 
culminating in a public Concert on the final evening. 

The Choir is always available to enhance anyone's Music Ministry and to promote their love of English 
Handbells.

The church was closed on December 31, 2011 with a closing service held on January 8, 2012.
