Wesley Memorial United Church
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WESLEY HAS A N IMPORTANT
DECISION TO MAKE

Wesley Memorial is at a crucial time in its history. Over
the past couple of years, Wesley Memorial has had
difficulty in meeting its monthly financial obligations. The
church is not unlike any family or business; it cannot
continue to operate for long when its income does not
meet its expenses. If you are not a Committee or a
Board me mber or dondt regul
services, you may not realize how serious Wesley
Memorial s financi al situatio

Here are some facts
- Wesley has 439 households on its roll.
- Wesley has 814 people on its roll.

- Wesley has 387 official members; 264 live within
driving distance of the church.

- About 60 people come to church regularly.

- 125 people/households of the 439 household on the
roll donated to the church in 2009.

- 27 of them are on PAR (or Pre-Authorized Remittance).
- 85 used weekly offering envelopes.

- 5 people/households who received envelope boxes in
2009 did not use them.

- 12 people/households who do not have envelopes
gave a Atax receiptabled dona

- Of these 125 financial supporters, 24
people/households gave between $1-$100; 8 gave
$100-200; 33 gave $200-$300; 25 gave $500-$1,000.00;
20 gave $1,000.00-$2,000.00; 6 gave $2,000-$3,000; 3
gave $3,000.00-4,000.00; and 6 gave $5,000.00-
$20,000.00.

- For the past two/three years Income has not been
coveringthe churchds expenses each

- Based on the 2010 Budget adopted by the
congregation, income of at least $18,000.00 per month
is needed to break even.

- The average monthly income from the congregation or
local operations in 2010 has been just over $7,500.



- The church has loans outstanding to pay for
renovations done in the past few years totalling
$20,564.51 as at March 31, 2010.

- Over $70,000 has been withdrawn from the
Endowment Fund in the years 2008 1 2009.

- The Endowment Fund has roughly enough money in it
to last 2 ¥ to 3 years.

Just think what a difference it would make if:-

- the 314 households that look to Wesley for Pastoral
Care and don't presently financially support the church

annual income would be $81,640 greater

- the 125 household that financially supported Wesley in
2009 gave $3.00 a week more in 2010 it would mean
$19,500 more income.

Together these would yield over $100,000 more income
in 2010.

support of your church. Wesley must address
its financial needs. Either its people
step up to the challenge or it will
eventually CLOSE. It cannot stay the
same!

Cards may be redeemed for all grocery, merchandise,
prescriptions and at any of their gasoline locations; the
only gas location in our city is 165 Main St., Moncton.
Cards are available in 10 - 25 - 50 - 100 - 250
denominations.

Cards can to pre-loaded with an amount of $251 to $999
if you wish!

Co-op cards are available in 10, 20, 50, 100
denominations or pre-load a card of your choice.
Currently Mapleton Rd. store accepts cards only for
prescriptions and grocery store items.

Co-op cards do not work at gas, service station or feed
store as they require new scanners; this will happen in
the future. The new Co-ops in Dieppe and Shediac are
able to accept for all services, the same as the
Fredericton Direct Co Op. | can provide a list of stores in
the Atlantic Provinces who accept the cards.

The cards are used just like you would use cash. Use
your card every time your shop until the balance is zero.
You will still receive Airmiles or points that are offered by
the store. Wesley receives 5% profit of all gift card
sales.
